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English Proficiency Standard for Postgraduate Students in the Master’s Program

of College of Engineering, National Central University
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Article 1. This Standard was stipulated to cultivate the English proficiency of students as well as
enhance the international mobility and professional competitiveness of students from the
Master’s program of this College.
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Article 2. Target: Applies to all postgraduate students in the Master’s program of this College
admitted from the 2021 academic year onwards.
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Article 3. Students in the Master’s program of this College must achieve one of the following

English proficiency test scores before applying for their degree examination. There is no
restriction on when the proficiency test was conducted.
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If a student fails to meet the English proficiency test score requirement, they may use the
transcript from the English proficiency exam they took after being accepted by the NCU
and take one semester of the Remedial English for Master’s Program course specified by

this College (course information will be announced before the start of each semester). A
score of 70 or higher will be treated as a pass.
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1. TOEIC: 600 points
2. TOEFL ITP: 483 points
3. TOEFL iBT: 64 points
TOEFL iBT: Level 3.5 [2026 TOEFL Scoring Update (Effective January 21, 2026)]

4. IELTS Band Score: 5.0
5. General English Proficiency Test (GEPT) - High-Intermediate Grade: 143 points



6. BESTEP (listening and reading comprehension test): 170 points
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Article 4. If more rigorous English proficiency test standards are set by each Department/Graduate
Institute then their rules prevail.
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Article 5. Special circumstances can be dealt with by each Department/Institute on their own on a
case by case basis.
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Avrticle 6. Matters not specified in these Standards shall be processed in accordance with other
relevant regulations of the MOE and NCU.
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Article 7. These Standards were passed by the Institute Affairs Committee and submitted to the
Academic Affairs Committee for approval before implementation. Revisions shall follow
the same procedure.
